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4. And, finally, remember 

the reward God will give 

you for your work. This 

reward includes an eternal 

inheritance and the 

promise of living in a 

glorified body with Christ 

forever.  

 

So don’t give up! Instead, 

look up to the Lord and 

make the most of all that 

he has provided for you to 

keep you from growing 

weary of doing good.

From the Pastor 
 “And let us not grow weary of doing good, for in due season 

we will reap, if we do not give up.” ~ Galatians 6:9  

 

One of the great challenges in the Christian life is to 

persevere in the work of the Lord. There are many things 

that can get us down and cause us to grow weary: little 

visible fruit after years of service, a weakened body due 

to illness or age, and the temptation to think that our 

work is insignificant or does not make much of a 

difference, are but three. What are we to do if we find 

ourselves growing weary of doing good, and if we find 

our energy for the Lord’s service waning? I would like to 

draw your attention four things:  
 

1. We need a good daily dose of God’s word. When 

we take in the Lord’s life-giving word we will find 

verses like Matthew 11:28 “Come to me, all who 

are weary and heavy laden and I will give you 

rest”. All through the Bible the Lord is found 

strengthening the weary person to do his work.  

 

2. We need to remind ourselves that the Lord is with 

us and will never leave us or forsake us (Hebrews 

13:5). This in itself is often enough to enable us to 

press on in the Lord’s service. It really does help to 

know that God will never forsake us because he 

forsook Jesus when he was on the cross. “My 

God, My God why have you forsaken me?” are 

words that Jesus spoke and therefore we will 

never have to.  

 

3. We are encouraged to know that the Lord 

understands our life in the flesh because he lived 

it. He never grew weary of doing good but the 

Bible does tell us that he grew weary! (John 4:6)
