Since therefore the children share in
flesh and blood, he himself likewise
partook of the same things, that through
death he might destroy the one who has
the power of death that is, the devil, and
deliver all those who through fear of
death were subject to lifelong slavery. ~
Hebrews 2:14-15 (ESV)

One of my favorite gospel truths is that the Son
of God assumed to himself a human nature. |
am amazed that God would enter this world the
same way that all people do. During the Advent
season, we can be absorbed and taken up by
this little baby who was placed in a manger,
cried and cooed. And we should be, for what a
magnificent story it is!

We are also encouraged by scripture to think a
little more broadly and focus on why the Son of
God came into the world as a baby. The two
verses above tell us that he came to die in order
that he might destroy the devil, the power of
death, and deliver us from the fear of death.
When we think about how he was born to die we
realize the primary reason for Christmas was
Good Friday! (and Easter, of course)

By coming into the world and dying, the Lord
Jesus Christ has delivered us from the fear of

death. We no longer fear leaving this world
because we know we will be ushered
i mmedi at el vy i nto t he

(Philippians 1:23) Therefore, we should give
ourselves so
knowing that if we lose our lives doing his work,
he has conquered death, and as the rest of the
gospel goes, he will give us back our lives at the
resurrection.

During this Christmas season remember the
baby born in Bethlehem came into this world so
that we would not need to fear leaving it. That is
good news, indeed.
